The Department has recently approved a request from the current tenant for an extension to the rear of the premises that will incorporate a visitors’ centre and help expand the business.  Works to this extension will start in February 2022.


Building 104
Small-medium enterprises
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Building 104 was a purpose built accommodation block constructed between 1895 and 1904 and is a listed building. Opened in July 2018 it accommodates 19 new Small-Medium Enterprise (SMEs) business start-ups, and provides employment opportunities for 45 staff. Enterprise North West manage the building under a ten year lease. 






Building 62
Glen Caring

Building 62 was constructed between 1875 and 1904 and opened for business in July 2017 to provide community caring/respite services. The building incorporates a state of the art toilet/changing facility available for use by all site visitors.  

Building 4
Office

Kevin Watson Group (KWG) has occupied this building since February 2020 following an extensive renovation.  Staff numbers occupying the building now exceeds 35.  

Buildings 115 & 116 - Atelier Hair and Urban 3D 
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Buildings 115 and 116 were originally the boys and girls school houses and joined by a central link built in 1955.  Building 115 is occupied by Atelier Hair and Building 116 is occupied by Urban 3D.




Building 83
Action for Children
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Building 83 is an L shaped two storey former accommodation building with a ballroom attached to the rear constructed around 1904. Opened in November 2020 it accommodates Action for Children who employ 14 full time and 25 part time staff. Following an extensive renovation and fit-out by Ebrington Holdings Ltd they entered a 10 year lease for the whole building with Action for Children.  This completes the first of seven phases of redevelopment planned by EHL/TEO for the land and buildings located on the eastern half of the Ebrington site.

Grade A Office Accommodation Building One

It has the potential to accommodate up to 400 staff. A second 42,000 sq² gross office building is planned for the gap site immediately adjacent to Building One.  Subject to Departmental Business Case approval works on the second building will start in June 2022. 


Building 30
Café/Bike Hire

Building 85 was formerly the Officer’s mess built c1875, and is a two storey brick Victorian villa.  Under Phase Seven of the development agreement EHL are currently renovating this property into a 12,000sqft office building which when completed in spring 2022 will accommodate over 85 staff.  Building currently being marketed with the aim of securing tenants as soon as possible. 







117 & 118 + Development Lands

Buildings 117 and 118 were formerly the married quarters built in the late nineteenth century.  Planning permission has been approved for the development of 55 apartments with construction works to the two listed buildings scheduled to commence in February 2022. A revision to the existing planning approval will be submitted by March but this revision will not delay the extensive refurbishment works scheduled for buildings 117 and 118. 

Under a Development Agreement between TEO and Ebrington Holdings Ltd agreement was reached for EHL to create a mix of uses for the eastern development lands including a multi-storey car park in line with the Ebrington Development Framework. The development includes plans for residential, commercial office space, extensive public realm and creative industries.

An unusual brick barrack building with cast iron colonnade supporting an external first floor
walkway and overhanging roof. The exteral appearance and the remains of the plan form
are of historic significance. This building is an example of a standard type of married
soldier's quarters built by the Army in the late nineteenth century when soldiers’ families
were introduced to barracks for the first time. It has been converted into a single barrack
and doors have been blocked but it still retains much original deail. It is well situated
terminating a view along the boundary road. There are no equivalent deck access buildings
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
